iii) Monitor interactions between participants and keep an open channel of

Requirements: - Some experience with creating art or crafts and a willingness to share creative 
activities in a relaxed, non-judgmental setting (formal art experience is NOT 
required) 

- Patient and interested in working with people living with mental illness 

- Good communication skill and facilitation skill 
- Training/education in social service an asset 
- Second language in Cantonese, Mandarin, Korean or Vietnamese is an asset

- Must be available to provide service for a minimum of 6 months 

- Must provide two contacts for reference check 

- Attend interview and volunteer orientation as required 

- Subject to vulnerable sector police screening 

- On-going communication with program staff
